Shepley scored another big win over Hoylandswaine to move into the semi-final of the Sykes Cup after an 

excellent team performance.  Winning the toss and batting, Danny Glover’s team got off to a steady start 

before losing their first wicket, SP Singh, in the seventh over on 24.  Tim Rees joined Amar Rashid and the 

pair put on 39 before Rashid (39) was out lbw.  Liam Wiles (69) then helped Rees (109, having been dropped 

by Sadler on 0) put together the game’s defining partnership of 166 in just 23 overs.  Once Wiles was out, 

wickets began to fall steadily, with only Danny Glover (32) having much success.  A total of 297 would be a 

good score almost anywhere, but on Hoylandswaine’s quirky ground anything is possible. 

Shepley were in no mood to let things slip, however, and, whilst opener Dickinson (62) batted well, his 

colleagues fell at regular intervals as Danny & Craig Glover (both 3-41) and Rashid (3-48) proved too much.  

Ex-Shepley man Ranjith (19), Schofield (30*) and Potter (19) delayed the inevitable, but what was probably 

Shepley’s best performance of the season saw them home with overs to spare.
