
Shepley v Hoylandswaine 

Drake’s Premiership

Just six days after suffering a heavy defeat to Shepley in the Sykes Cup, Hoylandswaine turned the tables 

with a 13 run league victory.  Winning the toss, Hoylandswaine took first use of a dampish wicket following 

heavy overnight rain.  A late start meant a forty-two over match.  The visitors survived two dropped catches 

to progress to 40 before Craig Glover had Yorkshire opener Joe Sayers (21) well caught by Tim Rees at slip.  

SP Singh (2-45) immediately took out Liam Dickinson (18), but it was the introduction of Amar Rashid that 

changed the innings.  Exploiting a drying pitch he bowled a superb spell of 10.2-1-38-7 as only John Sadler 

(57) held firm, before Hoylandswaine were bowled out in the final over for 145. 

Shepley’s reply stuttered as Tom Denton and Rees fell early to the excellent Cramner (5-27), but Singh (19), 

Liam Wiles (29) and Rashid (28) took the score on to a hopeful 92-3.  Even after the loss of two quick wickets 

Shepley looked favourites as Danny Glover (13) and Sam Haigh (10) took the score up to 129-6 before a 

disastrous run out brought about the end of Glover’s innings and the rest quickly followed.
